In Istanbul the transfer by bus to the activities is organised by hotel location, not language. Once you arrive at the
destination the group is consolidated based on your language.

Very rarely during low season some group tour departures may be bilingual (spanish and english) although each
group will have one guide for English and one guide for Spanish.

Payments at the destination with credit or debit cards may be subject to commission and fluctuations in currency
exchange.
